This week the children will be:

Value of the Month:Togetherness 
and Tolerance  

Story focus: ‘’Maisy goes to the doctors’. The children will talk about their own 
experiences and role play going to the Drs.

It was lovely to see  everyone at the stay and play session thank you for joining us. We 
hope you enjoyed it as much as the children. This will take place each term.
This week the children will be talking about different types of weather and sorting 
clothes into summer and winter sets. In our movement sessions we will be making 
movements linked to weather types for example rain, sun, snow and wind.
In our personal, social and emotional development sessions we will be learning about being 
‘included’ and making everyone feel welcome. What makes people feel happy and how we 
can help others to feel happy.
Rhyme: The children will learn the rhyme ‘Five jolly snowmen ready to play’ and act it out 
using the props. The children will look at numerals 1-5 counting and ordering snowmen.
In our phonics session the children will be identifying rhyming words ending in ‘ug’ for 
example mug, bug, slug.

Nursery Christmas songs will be Tuesday 16th December at 9.15am, we hope you 
can come and listen.

At Home you could:
Read with your child daily. Talk about what is happening in the pictures.  Try and 
remember some of the story after you have read it. What happened when?
What shapes can you see in your home? Can you find a circle, square, triangle?
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
